Chorley Borough Council (the Local Planning Authority) gives notice of its decision to grant Outline Planning
Permission for the development, subject to the following conditions —

1. An application for approval of the reserved matters (namely external appearance of the buildings and
landscaping of the site) must be made to the Council before the expiration of three years from the date of this
permission and the development hereby permitted must be begun two years from the date of approval of the
last of the reserved matters to be approved.

Reason: Required to be imposed by Section 92 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 as amended by
Section 51 of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004.

2. Before the development hereby permitted is first commenced, full details of the position, height and
appearance of all fences and walls to be erected (notwithstanding any such detail shown on previously
submitted plan(s)) shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. No
dwelling shall be occupied until all fences and walls shown in the approved details to bound its plot have been
erected in conformity with the approved details. Other fences and walls shown in the approved details shall
have been erected in conformity with the approved details prior to substantial completion of the development.
Reason: To ensure a visually satisfactory form of development, to provide reasonable standards of privacy to
residents and in accordance with Policy No. HS4 of the Adopted Chorley Borough Local Plan Review.

3. Any integral/attached garage shall be kept freely available for the parking of cars and shall not be converted
to living accommodation, notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted
Development) Order 1995.

Reason: To ensure adequate garaging/off street parking provision is made/maintained and thereby avoid
hazards caused by on-street parking and in accordance with Policy No.TR8 of the Adopted Chorley Borough
Local Plan Review.

4. The construction of the dwellings hereby permitted shall not be commenced until the driveway and access for
each dwelling, as shown on plan 575/PL02, have been implemented in accordance with the approved plans.
Reason: In the interests of highway safety and to avoid on street parking.

5. The development hereby permitted shall not commence until samples of all external facing materials to the
proposed building(s) (notwithstanding any details shown on previously submitted plan(s) and specification) have
been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall only be
carried out using the approved external facing materials.

Reason: To ensure that the materials used are visually appropriate to the locality and in accordance with Policy
Nos. GN5 and HS4 of the Adopted Chorley Borough Local Plan Review.

6. Surface water must drain separate from the foul and no surface water will be permitted to discharge to the
foul sewerage system.

Reason: To secure proper drainage and in accordance with Policy Nos. EP17 and EM2 of the Adopted Chorley
Borough Local Plan Review.





7. No development shall take place until details of the proposed surface water drainage arrangements have
been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority in writing. No part of the development shall be
occupied until the approved surface water drainage arrangements have been fully implemented.

Reason: To secure proper drainage and to prevent flooding and in accordance with Policy Nos. EP18 and EP19
of the Adopted Chorley Borough Local Plan Review.

Please note: The proposed development lies within an area which could be subject to current coal mining or
hazards resulting from past coal mining. Such hazards may currently exist, be caused as a result of the
proposed development, or occur at some time in the future. These hazards include:
- Collapse of shallow coal mine workings.
- Collapse of, or risk of entry into, mine entries (shafts and adits).
- Gas emissions from coal mines including methane and carbon dioxide.
- Spontaneous combustion or ignition of coal which may lead to underground heatings and
production of carbon monoxide.
- Transmission of gases into adjacent properties from underground sources through ground
fractures.
- Coal mining subsidence.
- Water emissions from coal mine workings.

Applicants must take account of these hazards which could affect stability, health & safety, or cause adverse
environmental impacts during the carrying out their proposals and must seek specialist advice where required.
Additional hazards or stability issues may arise from development on or adjacent to restored opencast sites or
quarries and former colliery spoil tips.

Potential hazards or impacts may not necessarily be confined to the development site, and Applicants must take
advice and introduce appropriate measures to address risks both within and beyond the development site. As
an example the stabilisation of shallow coal workings by grouting may affect, block or divert underground
pathways for water or gas.

In coal mining areas there is the potential for existing property and new development to be affected by mine
gases, and this must be considered by each developer. Gas prevention measures must be adopted during
construction where there is such a risk. The investigation of sites through drilling alone has the potential to
displace underground gases or in certain situations may create carbon monoxide where air flush drilling is
adopted.

Any intrusive activities which intersect, disturb or enter any coal seams, coal mine workings or coal mine entries
(shafts and adits) require the prior written permission of the Coal Authority. Such activities could include site
investigation boreholes, digging of foundations, piling activities, other ground works and any subsequent
treatment of coal mine workings and coal mine entries for ground stability purposes.

Failure to obtain Coal Authority permission for such activities is trespass, with the potential for court action. In
the interests of public safety the Coal Authority is concerned that risks specific to the nature of coal and coal
mine workings are identified and mitigated.

The above advice applies to the site of your proposal and the surrounding vicinity. You must obtain property
specific summary information on any past, current and proposed surface and underground coal mining activity,
and other ground stability information in order to make an assessment of the risks.
